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ABSTRACT
Occupational deafness is a widely spread disease which can affect individual working safety while diminishing his/her performance. WHO (World Health Organization) admits that deafness is „the irreversible industrial disease most frequently reported”. It has been investigated mortality over a period of 10 years for 6 groups. The mortality index in the interval 1996-2005 along with that calculated for the groups under research in the interval 2002-2005 proved an increased number of ITM (temporary work disability) days. Professional risks for human operators’ physical and mental health must be known in terms of their effect on the human body and also in terms of control and regulating norms – working conditions, time monitoring, responsibilities etc.
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
