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ABSTRACT
The authors have analyzed the risk factors for perinatal asphyxia on a group of 157 newborns that have suffered perinatal asphyxia on the neonatology department of the Sf. Apostol Andrei Emergency Hospital, from 2002 to 2005. This group was compared with a witness group of 50 newborns that did not show significant risk factors for hypoxic ischemic injury. The main risk factors that were studied are pregnancy-induced hypertension, preeclampsia, placenta praevia, preterms and intrauterine growth restriction, insufficient number of gynecological exams during pregnancy, nuchal cord, stained amniotic liquid, membrane rupture to delivery interval less than 24h. The precocious finding and understanding of the risk factors for the hypoxic ischemic injury antepartum, intrapartum and postnatal leads to an efficient therapy in due time resulting in a significant improvement of the patient that has suffered hypoxic ischemic injury.
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
