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ABSTRACT
The penitentiary is a fascinating universe which offers vast research opportunities in the field of law, sociology and psychiatry, last but not least, medicine.

According to the Penal Code, article 53, point 1, letter a) and article 56, the penitentiary is the detaining place, especially designed for executing confinement punishments. According to the same law, article 52 defines punishment as being “a measure of constraint and means of re-education” of the prisoner, aiming at preventing committing other crimes. The execution of the punishment aims at establishing a correct attitude towards work, order and the rules of social behavior. The concept of “insuring public order” is defined as being “all the measures taken in order to prevent and discover crime states, disorder or other violent manifestation and re-establishment the order when that has been disturbed”. This activity aims at obeying social cohabitation rules, the defense of life and corporal integrity, of health, private propriety and other rights and legal interests of the people, guarding localities and some other special objectives, preventing, discovering and neutralizing law contraventions. 
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
