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ABSTRACT

It is an important problem of public health, being considered as a second cause of handicap anda third one of death with the adult.

Cerebral vascular accident (AVC) is the acute neurological lesion in one of the pathological processes: an intrinsic vessel (atherosclerosis, lipohialinoză, inflammation, deposits amiloid, arterial dissection, evolutionary malformations, dilataţii aneurysm or venous thrombosis), initiated remotely (an embolus from the heart or from the movement extracraniană which is set in a vessel intracranian) resulting from the infusion descreşterii pressure intracraniană or vâscozităţii increase blood flow circulation inadequate,   resulting from rupture of a blood vessel in the subrahnoidian or even within the brain tissue.
