L’ANTICIPATION DES CASES DIFFICILE DE LARYNGOSCOPIE

ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study is the comparison of the Wilson Risk Sum with Multifactoiral Score in order to predict the difficult laryngoscopy .We studied 802 patients (419 male); 324 patients (165 male) were in general surgery department, 168 patients (114 male) were in plastic reconstructive surgery department, 114 patients (78 male) were in neurosurgery department, 109 patients (64 male) were in otorinolaryngology department, 87 patients were in obstetric department.. During the preoperative visite the Wilson risk sum and the Multifactorial Score (proposed in 1994 by a team of French anaesthesiologists) was performed in each patient. As a whole the Multifactorial Score ( 11 points had a better prediction than Wilson Risk Sum ( 2 points. Both scores provideds false negative results, so there are not reliable.
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
