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ABSTRACT

The acute pancreatitis remains an anatomical and clinical entity with high rate of incertitude concerning its evolution, despite the diagnostic and therapeutic progress made between  its first mention in writing in 1889 (Reginald Fitz) until now. If Ulm’s 1995classification,  the clinical forms are superposed with the anatomo-pathological ones, the 1992 classification of Atlanta  seems to be closer to the clinical perception, because the two forms of pancreatitis which he accepts, the light or the severe form, can be identified from the clinical and paraclinical point of view without a direct observation of the pancreatic or peripancreatic lesions. This is why this paper will make use of the last classification in the appreciation of the clinical forms of acute pancreatitis. 
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
