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ABSTRACT
Bronchial asthma is a disease with an increasing rate among the infantile population. The determination of specific IgE antibody made possible the identification of the atopic allergy including children under 2 years old,  lowering the risk of  a late  diagnosis. A specific medical attendance given in due time offers a positive prognostic  to the asthma with precocious beginning, compared with tardily beginning one. In this respect, the research included a number of 4,500 subjects, mainly infants under 3 years old, linking the asthma disease incidence with the ereditary factors ,the  micro-climate factors, specific to the living conditions –  exposure to cigarettes smoke, dampness, moulds, animal contact – as well the  macro-climate agents, among which the industrial pollution has an significant role. 
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
