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ABSTRACT
 Haemolytic uraemic symdrome (HUS) occurs more frecquently in children, of unknown aetiology. It starts acutely and leads to renal failure, acute microangiopathic haemolytic anaemia, associate with thrombocytopenia, hemorrhagic and neurological symtomps. The present paper analyses 12 cases with ages varying from 6 month to 15 years hospitalized in the pediatric clinics “Sf. Maria” Iasi and “Sf. Ioan” Galati, during 2003-2008. Our paper substantiates the clinical picture and main laboratory anomalies, reviews the treatment and the outcome from the studied cases.
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
