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ABSTRACT
Determine a "scale" with application development in children (0-1 years) to assess the psycho-neuro-motor development. Introduction of the clinical development of this scale to correlate with somatic neuro-psycho-motor development. Demonstrating the existence of significant statistical differences between the children fed and infants fed formula milk, in terms of psycho-neuro-motor development. We made a study unicentric prospective, randomized, conducted on 836 children in Galaţi County, aged between 1 month and 1 year, to monitor the growth and development and nutrition in the period 2007-20010. It will use 4 groups of patients, aged 1 -12 months, as follows: exclusively breast fed infants (NA = natural diet); breast fed infants completing food addition (NA + C);  infants fed formula milk (LP = milk powder); infants fed formula milk plus food supplement (LP + C); What I show you below are the results for infants of three months.They found statistically significant differences between the number of neuro-psychological skills acquired up to 3 months of age and type of diet H (3)=146.44, p<0.001.  At the age of three months of age, brest-fed infants gained significantly more neuro-psihiatric skills than those fed with milk powder.
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
