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ABSTRACT
The colorectal cancers represent 15% of all human cancers. The study is retrospective and refers at 24 patients with locally-advanced rectal cancer, stage of disease T3-T4 and / or N1, treated at the Clinic Emergency Hospital “St.Ap.Andrew”, Galati, between January 2008 and October 2009, with preoperative radiotherapy concomitent with Xeloda chemotherapy. Partial tumor down staging was assessed in 45,38% of patients and they performed surgery. For 37,5% of patients we obtained a very good local control and a good symptom’s palliation. The combined treatment well tolerated without digestive and haemathological toxicities, grade III or IV, assessing the improving of local control in advanced stages. 
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
