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ABSTRACT
The immunohistochemical processing of microscopic preparations with α-SMA emphasised the vascularisation of peritumoral areas as well as the dynamics of the vascular neoformation by microangiogenesis marking. The significant increase in the number of capillaries in the vicinity of the epithelioma proliferation constitutes the “inner engine” which allows stroma invasion by the neoplastic proliferation. One should notice the intensity of the process which takes place at the level of peritumoral areas (prior or subsequent to menopause), hence the conclusion that it is here that major phenomena involved in the proliferation of the neoplastic tissue occur. Irrespective of the changes which occur at the level of the mammary gland, whether it is about the cyclical evolution of the mammary tissue during the ovarian cycle or about the apparition of certain tumoral or non-tumoral lesions, both the epithelial and the stromal components are involved. 
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
