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ABSTRACT
The mediastinal compression syndrome in children with malignant hemopathies has a relatively low incidence, but a severe and often unspecified clinical symptomatology, delaying diagnosis identification. Malignant hemopathies rank among the first 3 causes of the mediastinal compression syndrome in children and dominate by far the etiology of mediastinal compression in adults. Among the malignant affections, Hodgkin’s disease represents the most frequent etiology of the mediastinal compression syndrome. Hodgkin’s disease is more easily clinically evoked through the presence of extrathoracic adenopathies and has the advantage of a clearly favorable therapeutic answer with an evolution towards remission in 15% of the cases by multimodal treatment. 
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
